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Description

The centre of parliamentary life, the Assemblée Nationale seats 577 members of parliament who
represent the French people. It legislates and controls the actions of the government, adopting some
100 laws per year. The Palais Bourbon, finished in 1728, was built for the Duchess of Bourbon by

_ architects Giardini, Aubert, and Gabriel. The structure therefore evokes that of the Grand Trianon de
Versailles. It was then updated by the Prince of Condé between 1765 and 1789. Declared as
‘property of the people’ in 1791, the Palais Bourbon had many different uses and had a national
representation from 1795 with the Council of Five Hundred. The colonnade on the facade dates back
